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As desertification advances, Burkina's energy storage innovations are flipping the script. These

cabinets aren't just battery boxes - they're climate resilience in steel casing. And with prices

dropping faster than a Harmattan windstorm, even off-grid villages are getting in on the action.

Last month, a women's cooperative in Koudougou started leasing cabinet space to street food

vendors. Their slogan? "Store energy, not problems." Couldn't have said it better ourselves.
